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Reducing Coverage Error
1. Issues related to the sampling frame (list)
a. Includes everyone in the population
b. Excludes individuals not in the population
c. Maintained and updated and current
d. No repeated entries
e. The availability of other information that might be informative
2. General public survey lists
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Probability Sampling
· Sample Size
· Tolerable level of error
· Population size
· Population variance
· Desired level of confidence


Probability Sampling Methods
1. Simple Random Sampling
a. Each individual in the population has equal opportunity to be selected into the sample
b. Each possible sample has equal chance to be selected for participation
2. Stratified Random Sample
a. Subdivide the population into subgroups (categories chosen for planned comparisons) – strata
b. Select a number or proportion from each strata for the sample
3. Cluster Random Sample
a. Natural or predefined clusters exist
b. Sampling frame of individuals does not exist

NonProbability Sampling Methods
1. Systematic sampling
a. Every nth individual is selected
b. Problematic to eliminate order in the list
2. Convenience sampling
a. Individuals are available and willing
b. May be sampling other characteristics not related to intended audience
3. Snowball Sampling
a. Respondents identify other potential respondents – pass it on
4. Focus Groups
5. Expert Panels
6. Purposive Sampling
